The Wellington Regional Council, at a meeting held
on Wednesday  1 November 2OC#,  proposed to
adopt Bylaws governing navigation ond safety
within 3 Nautical Miles off the coast  of the
Wellington Region, including harbourr,  estuaries,
Lake Onoke and take  Wairarapa.

The Wellington Regional Navigation ond Safety
Bylaws  will govern the conduct OF pleasure croft
including:

l the compulsory carrying of lifeiockets,
l the wearing of lifeiackek  in hozordous  situations,
l the licensing and placement  of moorings,
l the speed and conduct of vessels close to

shore, swimmers ond wharves,
9 the licensing of small commercial operations.

The Bylaws also introduce requirements for the
operation of vessels carrying bulk oil and other
hazardous substances while in port and for all
vessels transiting Wellington Horbour.

As o consequence of this change, the Council
is also  repealing all of the Bylows  of the
Wellington Horbour Board 1985, except for
those provisions dealing with the outhoriring  of
pilots ond pilotoge in Wellington Horbour.
