TERMS OF REFERENCE : August 2001

Name of Committee

The Committee is known as the ‘Hutt River Hoodplain Management Advisory Committeg
(HRFMAC).

Status of Committee and Terms of Reference

The Committee is a subcommittee of the Landcare Committee of the Wdlington Regiond
Council (the Council) as edtablished by the Landcare Committee on 16 June 1998 and
endorsed by the Hutt River Floodplain Management Advisory Commiittee at its first meeting
on 21 September 1998.

The Advisory Committee operated under a previous Terms of Reference while the Hutt
River Floodplain Management Plan (the Plan), including the Environmental Strategy,
was being prepared (September 1998 to August 2001). These August 2001 Terms of
Reference guide the ongoing role of the Advisory Committee during Plan
implementation.

Goals

To ensure that adwce is given end recommendations ae meade to the Landcare Committee
regarding the-Hutt-—F me Plan implementation.
The outcomes must adequately, fa rly and demonstrably reflect the community’s vaues and
their need to mitigate the effects of flooding in a sustainable way, both for now and for the
future.

Objectives

(1) To oversee thefloodplan-managementplannig-proeess Plan implementation in away
which:

recognises the need of the community to mitigate the effects of flooding to an
acceptable leve of risk and in a sustainable way

recognises that flood risk cannot be completely diminated and that provisions
must be implemented to handle resdud risk
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recognises that methods chosen to mitigate the effects of flooding must be
affordable

baances the priorities of Coundil in funding flood mitigation methods with the
agpirations and contribution of the locd community for implementation of the
methods

ensures that methods adopted to mitigate the effects of flooding consider and
integrate with the Hutt River and its environment, recognising its unique nature and
theroleit playsin the life of the communities.

(2) To oversee the public involvement process for fleedplain-rranagerment-pranning-H-the
Hutt-\dlley Plan implementation within a framework recommended by this Committee

which maintains:;

ensures-that the information base hed by the community and ensures that it is
collated -evaluated-and made available to decision makers when appropriate

enhanees community awareness of floodplain—management—planning Plan

implementation.

develops public confidence in the process of  feedplair—ranagement—planning

Plan implementation.

develops a network of contacts and mechanisms which can be used to provide
community input required for fleedplain—management—planning  Plan

implementation and to obtain that input when appropriate
(3) To provide input as required to the Council’s Long-term Financid Strategy Planning
Process.
Reporting

(1) The Committee reports to the Landcare Committee.
(2) The project manager(s) report to the Committee.
(3) The Committee will report on every mesting.

(4) The Committee will be serviced by the Manager Flood Protection (Strategy and Assets)
with the support of the Council Secretariat.

Delegation

Any delegated authority will be assigned where appropriate through the respective Councils.

A Fechnied Liaison Group will be gppointed. It will comprise the Project Manager, the

Manager Flood Protection (Strategy and Assets), and nominated representatives of the

Wellington Regional Council, the Hutt and Upper Hutt City Councils, and such other
persons who will provide technical or other knowledge to the Committee.
